This file governs what frameworks your projects supports, the output options, what packages it uses, and what additional command line tools are provided to the dotnet command. This file is going to be altered greatly in a soon-to-be-released version of .NET. The final form of the project file is not yet known, but it is likely that it will move back to XML and be, once again, called .csproj. There will be a seamless upgrade path provided, so don’t worry too much about what is in your project.json right now. 
	In previous versions of ASP.NET Core the project file was called project.json. With the transition to ASP.NET Core 1.1 and Visual Studio 2017 the JSON-based project was deprecated. In its place the XML-based .csproj file returned. However, the format has changed slightly to allow wild cards and listing of nugget packages. This streamlined project file should have the advantage of avoiding merge conflicts coupled with the ability to have comments and it can be used with MSBuild. The deprecation of project.json was initially controversial but most developers now concede it is the better approach.
